During our February meeting we listened
to a talk given by Vicky Shepherd on her

holiday in Canada, which is 3000 miles from
the Atlantic to Pacific coast.

Vicky started her holiday on September 11th,
and was in mid-air when the terrible events
in America took place. She landed at Halifax
Nova Scotia on the East Coast, where the first
part of the holiday was spent with her
relatives, with whom her family has kept in
contact over the last hundred years. From
there she visited Prince Edward Island, in the
Gulf of St. Lawrence, known as 'The Garden
of the Gulf'. Here she saw the white, wooden
house mentioned in L.M. Montgomery's book
'Anne of Green Gables' and the capital,
Charlestown. Back in Halifax, Vicky saw the
beautiful   sunset and the Atlantic 'rollers' at
Peggy's Cove with its beautiful lighthouse at
the end of the rocks. She also saw the memo-
rial to those who died in the Swissair disaster
on 2nd September 1998. Following a family
reunion, Vicky took a four hour flight west to
Calgary (Alberta), which was a great cattle
trading centre and hosts the 'Annual Stam-
pede'. Hence it is famous for Stetson Hats.
Calgary, we were told, is a typical skyscraper
city, but down by the river there were beauti-
ful yellow-leafed Autumn trees. Departing
from Calgary with a tour group, she travelled
through the magnificent peaks of the Rockies
to the relatively small town of Banff.

During the next two days, Vicky visited the
beautiful 'green' lakes, waterfalls and
mountain peaks, but missed a helicopter
ride, due to misty weather. Fortunately or
unfortunately she didn't see any bears! The
next call was Jasper, where Vicky walked
very carefully on the Athabasca Glacier;
then on to Spirit Lake (the photo of which
was shown on the Kodak film boxes).

A two-day southwesterly train journey,
covering three hundred miles a day through
the mountains, was broken by a stopover
at Kamloops. From here she entered the
Thompson River valley which joins the
Fraser River, then down through the valley
to Vancouver, which is situated at the
estuary. During this journey, one could see
beautiful bridges, shacks, lovely farm-
dwellings and an Indian Church with
Cemetery; in which graves were covered
by the possessions of the deceased.

In Vancouver, Vicky had a reunion with an old
school-friend from Bury. During her visit here,
she saw chain-saw carvings of bears, owls and
many other creatures. She walked across a
gorge on a 'rope' bridge! She also visited the
Butchart Gardens (formed from an old quarry)
where fifty gardeners and two hundred other
staff are employed. Looking at the brochure we
agreed that the gardens looked magnificent.

Flying again, this time she went to Toronto and
paid a visit to the famous Niagara Falls. Here
Vicky was reminded of the hymn 'Let there be
peace on earth and let it begin with me'. This
hymn was sung in many Canadian Churches
on the Sunday, following September 11th.

We looked at the lovely photographs and sou-
venirs Vicky brought home. We all agreed that
Canada looks like a beautiful and fascinating
country. Thank you, Vicky, for your interesting
and informative talk.

Message for the Month
How easily do you forgive people?
It is one of the most difficult things that we
have to do in life.  Someone does you a bad
turn or an injury and you think. “Right, just
wait! I’ll pay that back one of these days.”
That’s only human, after all, and can be
especially true when it hurts your pride. None
of us like be made to feel small.
As the years pass, perhaps it is easier to
forgive if we stop for a moment to consider a
few things.
Firstly, it is no good forgiving with an air of
martyrdom - “I shall forgive you, but I won’t
forget”.
Neither is it any good if we think we ought to
be magnanimous. Two boys have a bad
quarrel, the elder saying many unkind things
to his younger brother. At bedtime their
Mother called the older boy aside. “Don’t go
to bed still angry”, she cautioned. When her
son replied that he couldn’t help it, she
explained: “If your brother were to die in the
night, you would be very sorry that the last
thing you did was to quarrel. You must
forgive him”.
So he went to his younger brother and said:
“I’ve come to forgive you in case you die in

the night - but if you don’t die, I’ll give you
such a wallop in the morning.”   Forgiveness
under compulsion is no good.
It is sometimes terribly difficult to forgive
some people for the things they have said or
done. However, that is where those who pro-
fess to have any religion have just got to make
it work. We can’t be part-time Christians and,
if we are even trying to be true followers of
our Faith, then somehow we
must aim at the perfection that
has been laid down for us by
our Leader.
The Bible has more sense in it
than any other book, let’s look
at some advice on this matter
of forgiveness:
Forgiving one another, even as
God, for Christ’s sake, has
forgiven you.
Forgive us our sins  - and now
comes the hard part - as we
forgive those who sin against
us.
Jesus, the Son of God, was
deserted and crucified by
people who were once his

friends, and yet in his agony he could pray:
“Father, forgive them; for they know not what
they do.” How small our sufferings are
compared with what He went through.
Perhaps you and I would find it easier to
forgive the slight, the hurt, the disloyalty, or
the unkindness if we said to ourselves: “I don’t
think they know what they are doing.”

Councillor Peter Parry has been nominated to continue to serve
as Eastling Parish Council’s representative on Eastling Village Hall
Trust for the coming 12 months. The appointment will be confirmed
at the Trust’s Annual General Meeting in the Village Hall on
Monday, 29 April, starting at 8 p.m.
NEW CODE
Eastling parish councillors have expressed misgivings at central
government’s imposition of a mandatory Code of Conduct on
parish councils.  At the meeting of the Council held on Monday, 11
March, they described it as "unduly bureaucratic, personally
intrusive and a serious waste of valuable time and resources".
Whilst endorsing the principle that councillors should maintain high
ethical standards, the actual requirements of the new legislation
were seen as a huge sledgehammer to crack a tiny nut.
Councillors agreed to formally adopt the basic Code of Conduct
and notify the appointed Monitoring Officer at Swale Council that
this had been done. Commenting after the meeting, the Chairman
of the Parish Council, Mr Harold Wyld, said : "Most parish
councils operate on tiny budgets, have strictly limited powers and
rely heavily on the goodwill of voluntary elected members. The
previous code of practice for councillors worked pretty well. The
new mandatory Code has simply alienated people."
DESIGN A SIGN
Budding designers are being invited to create ideas for a village
sign at Eastling. Parish Councillors are hoping to erect two signs
on the main approaches to the village to mark the Queen’s Golden
Jubilee. The main features of the entry signs are likely to be the
name of the village and a graphic representation of its main
features or history. Whether the project goes ahead depends on
the availability of grants and gaining the necessary permissions.
Ideas for the signs should be submitted by mid-April to the Parish
Clerk, Mrs Carol Butterfield, at 12 St Nicholas Road, Faversham
ME13 7PG.
